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ñFor all who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of Godéò  

Romans 8:14 ESV 

Now that we are through 

the Lenten Season (one of the ear-

liest of recent memories), we now 

turn our attention to the coming 

day of Pentecost, which we will 

celebrate in May.  The celebration 

of Pentecost is an important one, 

one that we should not ignore. 

The celebration of Pente-

cost is important because it is the 

celebration of the Holy Spirit.  

Now as Presbyterians, weôre usu-

ally good with God, the Father 

and God, the Son.  We understand 

these two, we feel like we have a 

connection to them.  But God, the 

Spiritéwell, heôs another story.  

Weôre less familiar with the Spirit 

and if weôre honest with our-

selves, the Spirit is intimidating.  

We shy away from learning about 

Him, lending ourselves to vague 

notions and distorted teachings. 

 

But knowing the Spirit is 

important.  As the great theologian 

John Owen says, ñWe must also 

understand that all that is done in 

us and all that we are enabled to 

do that is holy and acceptable to 

God is by the Holy Spirit working 

in us and with us.  Without Him 

we can do nothing.ò 

The Spiritôs main work is 

in the church. Therefore, the 

church should know about the 

Spirit and what He does. 

During this next month, we 

will have an opportunity to spend 

some time learning about the 

Spirit.  We will learn Who the 

Spirit is; What the Spirit does; 

Why the Spirit works in our lives; 

When the Spirit works; and How 

the Spirit works.  At the end of this 

series, we will hopefully have a 

better understanding of the Spirit 

and His ministry among us.
