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For I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of God for salvation to everyone 

who believes, to the Jew first and also to the Greek.  For in it the righteousness of God is 

revealed from faith for faith, as it is written, óthe righteous shall live by faith.ô 

Romans 1:16-17 ESV 

What are we about?  That 

perhaps is the greatest question this 

congregation needs to ask itself in 

preparation for hiring a new pastor.  

In a way, the Mission Study was a 

beginning discussion about this 

question.  As we receive the results 

(which are probably still a few 

weeks away), you can talk about 

what direction you want this con-

gregation to take and who you 

really want to be. 

Churches really need to fig-

ure out who they are before they 

hire a pastor.  They need to dis-

cover what directions they want to 

go and then find somebody who 

can help you meet those goals.  Not 

everybody who has a Masterôs of 

Divinity is qualified to lead your 

congregation.  You need to find the 

particular person who can help you 

meet your calling as Godôs people.  

You as a congregation need to con-

tinue to have this conversation es-

pecially as the Pastor Nominating 

Committee (PNC) begins to get 

started and starts looking at Per-

sonal Information Forms. 

For my part, I was recently 

asked, ñwhat can we do to impact 

the world?ò  I gave an answer that I 

still stand by.  We need to be the 

church.  We need to devote our-

selves to the teaching of the Bible 

and to listening to Godôs voice.  

We need to be willing to help each 

other grow in the faith, taking on 

each otherôs burdens and truly be-

ing the community that God has 

called us to be. 

When we do this, we will 

see a ripple effect begin to happen 

around us.  When people can look 

at this congregation and see the 

Spirit of God at work within us, 

when they see how well we care for 

each other, they will begin to won-

der what is missing from their lives 

and hopefully, they will be ready to 

hear the good news of the gospel. 

Weôve made some headway 

in this area, and I just want to en-

courage all of us to devote our-

selves to Godôs teaching and Godôs 

will for our lives.  But donôt let the 

conversation end with the mission 

study.  Keep on defining who you 

are and what you stand for.  The 

more clearly you can define your-

self, the more you will be able to 

see your impact to Godôs mission 

in the world.  The more clearly you 

do this, the more you will be pre-

pared for the future.
